A. 	 SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
1.	 ACCOUNTING CONVENTIONS:
	 The financial statements have been prepared by following the Going Concern concept on historical cost convention 

under accrual basis in accordance with Generally Accepted Accounting Principles, statutory requirements 
prescribed under the banking regulations Act, 1949, the circulars and guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India 
from time to time, the Accounting Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India to the extent 
applicable, rules and regulations of Maharashtra Co-operative Societies Act, 1960/2013 and practices prevailing 
in the Co-Operative Banks in India except otherwise stated.

	 The preparation of financial statements requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the 
reported amounts of assets and liabilities, the disclosure of the contingent liabilities on the date of the financial 
statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the period reported. Actual results could 
differ from those estimates. Any revision to accounting estimates is recognized in accordance with the requirements 
of the respective Accounting Standard.

2.	 RECOGNITION OF INCOME AND EXPENDITURE:
A.	 Items of income and expenditure are generally accounted on accrual basis except mentioned below which 

are accounted on cash basis.

i)	 Interest on non - performing assets, as per RBI guidelines
ii)	 Locker Rent
iii)	 Premium paid to DICGC
iv)	 Interest on balance of Share Capital after the death of a member
v)	 Dividend received on shares
vi)	 Insurance Agency Commission from New India Assurance Co. Ltd

B.	 Directors’ traveling/conveyance expenses are accounted for in the year of its final sanction by the appropriate 
authority.

3.	 Net Profit or Loss for the period, prior period items and changes in accounting policies (AS-5):
a.	 During the year, prior period Expenditure debited to Profit & Loss Account amounting to Rs. 28,01,483/-
b.	 During the year the bank has changed its accounting policy with respect to writing off of Loss accounts. 

Earlier the bank used to Write off Loss Accounts from Suretyship Guarantee Fund, from current year Bank 
is writing off such advances from Bad and Doubtful Debts Reserves to comply with stipulations of Banking 
Regulation Act & Co-operative Societies Act. Had the earlier policy been followed the Suretyship Guarantee 
Fund would have been less by Rs. 2,67,47,744.11 and Bad and Doubtful Debts Reserves be more by Rs. 
Rs. 2,67,47,744.11

4.	 EMPLOYEE BENEFITS:
a)	 Provident Fund is a defined contribution scheme and the contributions by employer are charged to the Profit 

& Loss Account of the year when the contributions to the respective funds are due.
b)	 The Bank contributes to an approved Group Gratuity Policy with the Life Insurance Corporation of India, Aditya 

Birla Sunlife, SBI Life Cap Assure Gold & Bajaj Allianz. Gratuity liabilities are defined benefit obligations and 
are provided for on the basis of a valuation done by actuary, made at the end of each financial year using the 
projected unit credit method as per the requirement of AS-15 “Employee Benefits”. The Central Government 
by issuing the notification on 29th March 2018 in the Official gazette stated that the amount of gratuity payable 
under section 4(3) of The Payment of Gratuity Act 1972 to an employee shall not exceed Rs. 20 lakh.

c)	 The Bank has an obligation towards Leave Encashment, an unfunded defined benefit retirement plan 
covering eligible employees. The plan provides for lump sum payment to vested employees at retirement, 
death while in employment or on termination of the employment of an amount equivalent to balance earned 
leaves salary, as applicable, without any payment ceiling. Vesting occurs upon completion of twenty years 
of service in case of retirement & termination of employment. The Bank accounts for the liability for leave 
encashment benefits payable in the future based on an actuarial valuation carried out as per projected unit 
credit method.

d)	 Actuarial losses are immediately taken to the profit and loss account and are not deferred.
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5.	 RESERVE FUND AND OTHER RESERVES:
	 As per the requirement of Maharashtra State Co-operative Societies Act, 1960/2013 and in line with Bye laws, the 

appropriations are made towards reserves.

	 Dividend remaining unclaimed over three years and Entrance fees received during the year is transferred to 
statutory reserves.

6.	 PROVISION FOR ELECTION EXPENDITURE:
	 The estimated expenditure for election, which takes place once in five years, is provided over a period of five years 

on an annual basis equally.

7.	 ADVANCES:
a)	 Advances are classified into Standard, Sub-Standard, Doubtful and Loss Assets in accordance with guidelines 

issued by the Reserve Bank of India from time to time.

b)	 Provision on advances categorized under Sub-Standard, Doubtful and Loss Assets is made in accordance 
with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India. In addition, a provision is made on all standard 
assets, as per RBI directives.

c)	 Overdue Interest Reserve represents unrecovered interest on all NPA’s which are correspondingly shown 
under interest receivable on NPA.

8.	 INVESTMENTS
	 Investment portfolio consists of Government Securities, other approved securities.

	 The Bank classifies the investments in accordance with the RBI guidelines applicable to Urban Co-operative 
Banks. Accordingly, classification of investments for the purpose of valuation is done under the categories of ‘Held 
to Maturity’, ‘Available for Sale’ and ‘Held for Trading’.
For disclosure in Balance Sheet, the investments are classified under four groups viz.
a.	 Central and State Govt. Securities

b.	 Other approved Securities

c.	 Shares in Co-operative Institutions

d.	 Others

Basis of Classification
a)	 Held to Maturity - These comprise of investments, which the bank intends to hold till Maturity.
b)	 Held for Trading - Securities which are held for resale within 90 days from the date of acquisition.
c)	 Available for Sale - Investment which cannot be classified in the above two categories.

	 The bank decides the category of each investment at the time of the purchase and classifies the same accordingly. 
The bank also shifts investment to/ from HTM and AFS category, with the approval of the Board of Directors, once 
a year. Transfer of scripts from one category to another is done at acquisition cost and depreciation, if any, is 
provided for in case of such transfer.

For the purpose of valuation, following principles are adopted:
a)	 Securities held in ‘Held to Maturity’ category:
	 These investments are carried at their acquisition cost unless it is more than the face value, in which case 

the premium is amortized over the period remaining to maturity.
b)	 Securities held in ‘Available for Sale’/ ‘Held for Trading’ category:
	 The individual scrip in ‘Available for Sale’/ ‘Held for Trading’ category is valued at lower of book value or 

market value. The depreciation, if any in each of these categories are provided for and net appreciation, if 
any, is ignored.

c)	 Market value of Central and State Government Securities (excluding treasury bills) is determined on the 
basis of the price list published by RBI or the prices periodically declared by Financial Benchmark India Pvt. 
Ltd (FBIL).

d)	 Other Approved Securities: Market value is determined based on the yield curve and spreds provided by FBIL.
e)	 Treasury Bills are valued at carrying cost net of discount amortised over the period to maturity.
f)	 Units of Mutual Funds are valued at the lower of cost and net assets value provided by the respective mutual fund.
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g)	 All short-term investments in Term Deposits and Call/ Notice Money are at the original cost.
h)	 Brokerage, fees, commission and broken period interest incurred at the time of acquisition of securities are 

recognized as expense.
i)	 Interest income on the investments is recognized on accrual basis.
j)	 In case any investment is classified as non-performing, the necessary provision is done on that investment.
k)	 Amortization of Premium is charged to Profit and Loss A/C.
Disposal of Investments

	 Profit or Loss on sale of Investments under the aforesaid three categories are recognized in the Profit & Loss Account.
	 Accounting for REPO / REVERSE REPO transactions (including transactions under the liquidity adjustment 

facility with RBI):
	 The securities sold and purchased under Repo / Reverse Repo are accounted as collateralised borrowing and 

lending transactions. However, securities are transferred as in the case of normal outright sell / purchase transactions 
and such movement of securities is reflected using the Repo / Reverse Repo accounts and contra entries. These 
entries are reversed on the date of maturity. Cost and revenues are accounted as interest expenditure / income, 
as the case may be. Balance under Repo account is reported under Borrowings and balance under Reverse Repo 
is shown under Money at call and short notice.

9.	 Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE):
a)	 Property, Plant and Equipments are stated at their Written Down Value.
b)	 Depreciation except on Computer Hardware & Peripherals, Software & ATM is provided on Written Down 

Value method, at the rates prescribed by the management, as given below:

Asset Rates (WDV)

Leasehold Premises Amortized over the primary lease period

Furniture and Fittings 10%

Vehicles 20%

Xerox Machine 25%

c)	 Depreciation on Computer Hardware & Peripherals, Software and ATM is provided on Straight Line basis @ 
33.33% p.a.

d)	 In respect of Property, Plant and Equipments, Computer Hardware & Peripherals, Software & ATM acquired 
during the year, depreciation is charged for half year in respect of assets used up to 182 days and for the full 
year in respect of assets used for more than 182 days.

e)	 Cost includes incidental expenses incurred on acquisition of assets.
10.	 SEGMENT REPORTING:
	 The Business Segments is considered as primary reporting format and the bank does not have any geographical 

segment. In accordance with the guidelines issued by RBI, Bank has adopted following business Segments:

a)	 Treasury includes all investment portfolio, profit/loss on sale of investments (Bonds and government 
securities) equity and money market operations. The expenses of this segment consist of interest expenses 
on funds borrowed from external as well as internal sources, cost of deposit, salary expenses taken as 
50% of salary of respective employees, treasury audit fees taken as 10% of audit fees and depreciation/ 
amortization of premium on Held to Maturity investments.

b)	 Retail Banking include all other operations not covered under Treasury operations. It primarily comprises of 
Loans and Advances to members and staff of the bank and other banking services to such members and 
staff of the bank. The revenue consists of interest earned on loans and advances, fee income on various 
services.

11.	 OPERATING LEASES:
	 Leases where the lessor effectively retains substantially all the risks and benefits of ownership of the leased asset 

are classified as Operating Leases. Operating Lease payments are recognized as an expense in the Profit and 
Loss Account during the year as per lease agreement.
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12.	 EARNINGS PER SHARE (EPS):
	 Basic Earnings per share is calculated by dividing the Net Profit or Loss for the period by the weighted average number 

of shares outstanding during the year. The weighted average numbers of shares are calculated on monthly basis.

13.	 TAXATION:
a)	 Current Tax:
	 Provision for Current Tax is made on the basis of taxable income for the current year in accordance with the 

provisions of the Income Tax Act, 1961.

b)	 Deferred Tax:
	 Deferred Tax is recognized on timing differences between the accounting income & the taxable income for 

the year and quantified using the tax rates and laws enacted or substantively enacted as on the Balance 
Sheet date.

	 Deferred Tax assets are recognized and carried forward to the extent that there is a reasonable/virtual certainty 
that sufficient future taxable income will be available against which such Deferred Tax asset can be realized.

c)	 Accounting of Goods and Service Tax:
	 Goods and Service Tax (GST) has been implemented with effect from 1st July 2017. Accordingly, GST 

collected is accounted in GST on income account (Liabilties) and GST paid to vendor is accounted in GST 
on Expense account (Assets). Out of the GST on expense account, eligible input tax credit is availed as set 
off. In case, eligible Input Tax credit remains unutilized, the same is carried forward and set off subsequently. 
The input tax credit on expenses which is not allowable to be set off as per GST law is expensed out.

	 In case of Property, Plant & Equipments, eligible input tax credit of GST paid to the vendor is utilised against 
the amount of GST collected from the customers and disallowed portion of Input Tax credit is expensed out.

	 Income and expenses on which GST is applicable are accounted for net of GST.

14.	 INTANGIBLE ASSETS
	 An intangible asset is recognized if and only if it is probable that the future economic benefits that are attributable 

to the asset will flow to the enterprise and the cost of the asset can be measured reliably. Intangible asset is 
measured initially at cost and stated in balance-sheet at historical cost less accumulated amortization.

	 Amortization
	 Amortization of intangible assets is provided on Straight Lime Method (SLM) @ 33.33% in line with the RBI 

circular RBI/2005-06/286 UBD.BPD.PCB Cir. No. 28/12.05.001/2005-06.
15.	 IMPAIRMENT OF ASSETS:
	 An asset is treated as impaired when the carrying cost of assets exceeds its recoverable value. An impairment 

loss is charged to Profit and Loss Account in the year in which asset is identified as impaired. The impairment loss 
recognized in prior accounting period is reversed if there has been a change in the estimate of recoverable amount.

16.	 PROVISIONS, CONTINGENT LIABILITIES AND CONTINGENT ASSETS:
	 The Bank estimates the probability of any loss that might be incurred on outcome of contingencies on the basis 

of information available up to the date on which the financial statements are prepared. Provisions are recognized 
only when there is a present obligation as a result of past events and when a reliable estimate of the amount of 
obligation can be made. Contingent liability is disclosed for (i) Possible obligations which will be confirmed only by 
future events not wholly within the control of the bank or (ii) Present obligations arising from past events where it 
is not probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation cannot be made. Contingent 
Assets are not recognized in the financial statements.

17.	 EVENTS OCCURING AFTER BALANCE SHEET DATE:
	 The management gives due regards to the events occurring after the Balance Sheet date, if any, which may have 

effect of altering the status of the accounts or any material impact on the financial statements, in accordance 
with Accounting Standard 4 - Contingencies and Events occurring after the Balance Sheet date, as issued by the 
Institute of Chartered Accountants of India.

This responsibility also includes maintenance of adequate accounting records 
in accordance with the provisions of the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Bank and for preventing and detecting 
frauds and other irregularities; selection and application of appropriate accounting policies; making judgments and 
estimates that are reasonable and prudent; and design, implementation and maintenance of adequate internal financial 
controls, that were operating effectively for ensuring the accuracy and completeness of the accounting records, relevant 
to the preparation and presentation of the financial statements that give a true and fair view and are free from material 
misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Bank’s ability to continue as a going 
concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the going concern basis of accounting 
unless management either intends to liquidate the Bank or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

The Board of Directors are also responsible for overseeing Bank’s Financial Reporting progress.

Auditors’ Responsibility:
Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are free from 
material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes our opinion. 
Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance, but is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with 
Standards on Auditing will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. Misstatements can arise from fraud 
or error and are considered material if, individually or in the aggregate, they could reasonably be expected to influence 
the economic decisions of users taken on the basis of these financial statements.
As part of an audit in accordance with Standards on Auditing, we exercise professional judgment and maintain 
professional scepticism throughout the audit. We also:

•	 Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error, 
design and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks, and obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and 
appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from 
fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, 
misrepresentations, or the override of internal control.

•	 Obtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design procedures that are appropriate 
in the circumstances.

•	 Evaluate the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of accounting estimates and 
related disclosures made by management.

•	 Conclude on the appropriateness of management’s use of going concern basis of accounting and, based on 
the audit evidence obtained, whether a material uncertainty exists related to events or conditions that may cast 
significant doubt on the Bank’s ability to continue as a going concern. If we conclude that a material uncertainty 
exists, we are required to draw attention in our auditor’s report to the related disclosures in the financial statements 
or, if such disclosures are inadequate, to modify our opinion. Our conclusions are based on the audit evidence 
obtained up to the date of our auditor’s report. However, future events or conditions may cause the Bank to cease 
to continue as a going concern.

•	 Evaluate the overall presentation, structure and content of the financial statements, including the disclosures, and 
whether the financial statements represent the underlying transactions and events in a manner that achieves fair 
presentation.
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We communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other matters, the planned scope and timing 
of the audit and significant audit findings, including any significant deficiencies in internal control that we identify during 
our audit.

We also provide those charged with governance with a statement that we have complied with relevant ethical 
requirements regarding independence, and to communicate with them all relationships and other matters that may 
reasonably be thought to bear on our independence, and where applicable, related safeguards.

Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements:
The Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account have been drawn up in accordance with the section 29 of the 
Banking Regulation Act, 1949 (AACS) read with the provisions of the Maharashtra Co-operative Societies Act, 1960 
and rules there under.

We report that, except for the possible effects of the matter described in the Basis for Qualified Opinion paragraph 
above:

a.	 We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and belief were 
necessary for the purpose of our audit and found them to be satisfactory;

b.	 In our opinion, proper books of accounts as required by Act, rules and bye-laws of the Bank have been kept by the 
Bank so far as it appears from our examination of those books.

c.	 The transactions of the Bank which came to our notice have been within the powers of the Bank;

d.	 The Balance Sheet, the Profit and Loss Account and the Cash Flow Statement dealt with by this report, are in 
agreement with the books of account and the returns of the Bank;

e.	 The accounting standards adopted by the Bank are consistent with those laid down by accounting principles 
generally accepted in India so far as applicable to Urban Cooperative Banks;

f.	 Based on our examination of the books of accounts and other records and as per the information and explanations 
given to us, we have not come across material instances which are required to be reported under Rule 69 (6) of 
the Maharashtra Co-operatives Rules, 1961, except the possible effects of the matter described in the Basis for 
Qualified Opinion paragraph above and the monies belonging to the Bank which appears to be bad and doubtful 
of recovery, amounting to Rs. 11,288.91 lakhs, for which adequate provision has been made by the Bank in terms 
of RBI guidelines on Income Recognition and Asset Classification.

g.	 For the year under audit, the Bank has been awarded “A” classification.
